The critically
acclaimed 2017 Broadway Revival, which opened in December of that year, won
the 2018 Tony Award® for Best Musical Revival before closing January 6, 2019.

Cast members from the 2017 Broadway revival of ONCE ON THIS ISLAND lead
the touring company, including “American Idol” Alum Tamyra Gray as Papa Ge,
Cassondra James as Erzulie, Tony Nominee Phillip Boykin as Tonton Julian,
Courtnee Carter as Ti Moune and Tyler Hardwick as Daniel Beauxhomme.
Completing the gods of the island are Jahmaul Bakare as Agwe and Kyle
Ramar Freeman as Asaka.
